have attained their 12th birthday before 1st Jan. in current year

148cms. Riders to be the correct age for the pony they ride.  (The 1st prizewinner from 
class 18 will qualify for the BSPS “David Manning” Champion of Champions.) 

 
Heritage section – to be judged by Mrs Clifford, Cameron or Harvie – dependent on who finishes their 
section first 
Class 19 The BSPS Heritage Mountain & Moorland Open Lead Rein. Registered pure bred mare or 

gelding 4 yrs old or over, not exc 122cms. Riders not to have attained their 9th birthday 
before 1st Jan. in current year.  

 

Registered pure bred mare 
or gelding 4yrs old or over, not exc 128cms. Riders not to have attained their 12th

BSPS RULES -  AFFILIATION No:  

 
This show is affiliated to the BSPS and all classes are held in accordance with the 2012 Rule & Show 
Handbook and all persons entering, competing, showing or otherwise taking part in BSPS classes, whether 
or not members of the BSPS are subject to the Constitution and Rules of the BSPS including the 
disciplinary procedures and shall be deemed to have consented to the jurisdiction of the BSPS.   
 
This is a points show for BSPS Area 1A & 1B members and as such we have tried to give everyone a class – 
please come along and support it.

Please note. Entries will close 10 days before the show to give us a chance to work out a timetable and 
publish it on 1b website including the start time – anticipated to be 8.30 am. This hopefully will result in 
helping judges and competitors not to have so much hanging around so please make sure you get your 
entries in in plenty of time as we would hate anyone to be disappointed! YOU DO NOT HAVE TO BE A 
BSPS MEMBER TO COMPETE AT THIS SHOW 
 
Entry fees £10 per class – cheques in advance made payable to BSPS Area 1b Ltd. ENTRIES CLOSE 1st 
MARCH AND NO LATE ENTRIES OR TELEPHONE ENTRIES WILL BE ACCEPTED, although time and space 
permitting extra entries may be allowed on the day from catalogued ponies at double the entry fee (cash 
only). This shall be at the discretion of the organiser and the show secretary’s decision is final. 
 
Once the entries have closed a timetable will be worked out which will be available to view at 
www.bspsarea1b.com all times will be approximate with the exception of the start time. 
 
The presentation performances will be split so that the workers presentation will take place at the 
conclusion of the workers and the flat classes will take place at the conclusion of the flat classes. 
Supreme of show will be judged at the end. All worker champions are invited to come forward for 
supreme of show. The performance is scheduled to start 30 minutes after the conclusion of the last 
class in the section

Championships will be announced on the timetable. We would like to thank our generous sponsors for 
providing sashes for all champions. 
 
Prizes - rosettes will be presented from 1st to 6th and will be presented at the evening performance 
ONLY. Prize  monies must be collected on the day – any not collected will be treat as a donation to BSPS 
Area 1b. Only first prize money will be awarded where there are less than 8 catalogued entries in a 
class. (1st £5, 2nd £3, 3rd £2) 
 
 Numbers required for the presentation performance shall be displayed outside the secretaries office at 
the conclusion of the class, but will not be announced in the ring. Usual BSPS rules apply that the 
combination must be forward at prize giving to receive their rosette.

2. The organizers reserve the right to cancel or amalgamate any classes if there are insufficient entries 
or to amend the conditions of any class at their discretion.  
3. The judges listed in the schedule have accepted our invitation to judge but the committee reserve the 
right to appoint substitutes where necessary. 
4. The timetable is provisional and the committee reserve the right to amend where they deem necessary, 
but IT IS THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE COMPETITOR TO ENSURE THEY ARE ELIGIBLE FOR AND AVAILABLE 
TO COMPETE IN THE CLASSES ENTERED  
5. THE COMMITTEE RESERVE THE RIGHT TO CANCEL THE SHOW 
6. Committee decisions will be final. 
7. PLEASE DO NOT LEAVE LITTER OR MUCK OUT LORRIES ON THE SHOWGROUND. ALL DOGS ON LEADS 
AT ALL TIMES. NO HORSES/PONIES TO BE TIED TO THE SIDE OF HORSE BOXES/TRAILERS AND LEFT
